If your PPRN is greater than your HHN, then you are
not eligible to use the HHN Reallocation option. More detailed information regarding need amounts
can be found in the FY2011 CoC Notice of Funding Availability. CoCs should review their approved
FY2011 CoC Registration to determine if they are eligible for HHN Reallocation. CoCs that are not
using the HHN Reallocation process will only need to complete form 3D, which is discussed on slide
3 of this training module.
